Travel Basketball Program

Playing Time Policy

Effective October 2014
The goal of all teams in the Silver Lake Youth Basketball (SLYB) travel program is to be competitive in the leagues which we compete.  Teams are constructed via a thorough tryout and player selection process.  Travel by definition is a more rigorous basketball experience and as such it is understood that while individual player development is an important facet of the SLYB program – our teams play to win games and our players need to earn their court time through their practice, play, and sportsmanship.  

That said - it is expected and has been communicated to all travel coaches in the SLYB basketball program that they need to adhere to general playing time guidelines.  As we play in several different basketball leagues at different grade levels for both boys and girls - our first rule of thumb is to follow whatever playing time policy the leagues we play in require.  Absent a steadfast league policy – or in cases where a league specifically has no minimum playing time requirement – we expect our coaches to play their participants approximately 25% of the game.  This is not strictly monitored on a game by game basis however it is expected to be accomplished over the cumulative season.  Everyone is expected to play in games they are present for absent extenuating circumstances as defined by the SLYB Board of Directors.  

Coaches have complete discretion over individual playing time allocations during their league playoffs.  
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
