COMPETITIVE (A/B LEVEL) SUMMER LEAGUE RULES


2017

CHGSA's Competitive Summer League is established for A and B level 18U, 16U, 14U, 12U & 10U Select Teams.  Each age division will be limited to the first four teams approved.  Team approval requires registration on USSSA Fastpitch website, payment of $500.00 per team, and provision of proof of insurance.  All Coaches that will be on the ballfields are required to complete a background check with CHGSA and complete NYSCA Coach Certification.  All players and coaches are required to complete an Insurance Waiver form.  

Approved teams will play 8 regular season games in a double-header format at 6:30 & 8:00 on a designated night of the week (by age division).  All teams will play in a single elimination, two game guarantee, tournament seeded by regular season results.  Trophies awarded for first and second place in tournament.  Approved teams will have a field for one 2 hour practice per week.  Full registration fee refunds are available through May 31st.  There will be no refunds after May 31st.   

USSSA Fastpitch Rules will govern all play.  CHGSA Summer League Rule Modifications:

(1)  Protest $50 non-refundable if protest is lost.  Protests must be in writing to Plate Umpire and may not be made after the game is complete.

(2)  5 Runs per inning in regular season play, unlimited in the end of season tournament

(3)  70 minutes finish the inning if game score is within reach

(4)  League games may end in a tie, tournament games ITB in effect

(5)  Teams flip for choice of home/visitor

(6)  Pick-up players limited to 3 per game, no position limitation

(7)  Tournament seeded from league game results.  1st tie breaker - head to head play, 2nd tie breaker - total runs scored against, 3rd tie breaker - coin toss.

(8)  A Forfeiting team will lose the game by a score of 10-0.

(9)  Any coach ejected for any reason will be suspended for the next scheduled game

(10)  Coach discretion to bat line-up and have free substitution or bat 9 and report subs

(11)  Umpires will turn in scores for each game to Concession Stand

(12)  Head Coaches are responsible for their players, coaches, and parents

(13)  Home team keeps the official book, Visitors run scoreboard
