To help Passers understand their positions try explaining it this way.

The Bear guards the Den; they never allow the ball in the Den.  The Lions attack the other teams Den. The Tigers help the Bear defend the Den, because they have cubs in it too, but they’re afraid of the Lions so they don’t get in front of the Lions unless they have the ball. If they have the ball they can go up the field as far as they want but they have to pass it to a Lion, unless they can take a shot.

Use the graphics to help the players understand their positions and responsibilities.  Print them out before each game and take them with you. Everyone will know when and where they’re playing. 

Used with the Passer LineUp spreadsheet you’ll know before the first game where everyone is playing for the entire season. Game days will be easier and the players won’t be yelling out which position they want to play in between quarters.
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
