EXAMPLE COACH’S LETTER

U7 Boys under Coach (Coach Sam Soccer)

 Never criticize the referee

 Positive encouragement & instruction of ALL players

 Parent needs to sign my copy of enrollment form

 Parents need to sign CODE OF CONDUCT form

 Practice field will need some work this year (listen for a call to help)

 I look forward to this season and hope everyone else is as well.
