High Level of discipline and organization

High standards on and off the field. Academics need to be good in order to be eligible to 
continue to play. The coaching staff will monitor and offer help with schedules etc.

Players need to be able to live an elite athlete life (be prepared mentally and physically for 
training, diet etc.)
